competitors, points will be scaled from 1st place to 15th place as per the following for 2WD cars: 20, 17, 15, 
13, 11, 10, 9, 8, 7, 6, 5, 4, 3, 2, 1. Points for 4WD cars are as above but minus 8 points.ie.12, 9, 7, 5, 3, 2, 1.     

TK11.4 Point shall be allocated to all competitors; however, to be eligible for the Club Championship, competitors 
must be BORMSA members. To register a result for the Championship, a competitor must officiate/volunteer 
at a minimum of one event per year (excluding juniors). 

TK11.5 The winner of the Twilight Khanacross event (as determined in K11.1 for each category) shall receive a 
BORMSA voucher to the value of $45.  Another $45 BORMSA voucher shall be awarded from a raffle of all 
entered competitors (including non-finishers) and signed-on officials.

Accordingly, any holder of a CAMS ‘Competition’ or 
‘Officials’ licence (or equivalent licence issued by another ASN) may also be tested for the presence of alcohol by a 
CAMS Accredited Testing Official (CATO) in accordance with the CAMS Standard Operating Procedure for Breath 
Alcohol Testing.
